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Parking at the Tacoma Dome station

FREE and Best Parking Option: We recommend you take advantage of the free parking and motor
coach shuttle service from the Tacoma Dome lot to the Convention Center. Three motor coaches
will run continuously from 6:20 AM to 9:00 AM and from 2:30 PM to 5:00 PM both days.

Tacoma Link light rail service is available from the Tacoma Dome Station. Starting at 6:36 a.m.,
trains run every 12 minutes from the Tacoma Dome Station to a convenient stop right outside the
main door of the convention center. Important tip: Be sure to give yourself plenty of time. The trains
run every 12 minutes, but with hundreds of people trying to get downtown, they fill up quick.

Paid, onsite parking at the Convention Center

There are a limited number of parking spots_available in the convention center’s onsite parking lots
at the rate of $12 per day. Go to the GTCC Parking & Directions page to find directions, transit
options and parking information.

Paid parking in the surrounding area
